Eligibility

e Must be pursuing a bachelor’s degree in the fields of Engineering or Environmental
Science at an accredited undergraduate institution in the United States.



Award
If selected as a recipient, the student will receive a one-time award of up to a $2,000 scholarship.

For LELWD to issue the payment, the recipient must contact the college you are attending and
get proof of enrollment. Proof of enrollment can be sent directly to LELWD. LELWD will then
forward the scholarship award to the college.
